Apart from specialty, 5th unit inks, our NEXFINITY press is also capable of 
creating either regular or matte fi nishing. No fi le set up is required, just ask 
your salesperson about the matte fuser option.

What are “knockout” and “overprint”?
By default, artwork will appear opaque because the top colour “knocks” out or 
cuts out the layer of colour below it, if you have not changed the transparency 
of your artwork. This is described as “knockout” (see Figure 2).

To prevent knockout, you can change the transparency or overprint settings so 
the top colour prints over the colour underneath it. The resulting artwork will 
appear “blended”. This is described as “overprint” (see Figure 2).

Setting the transparency mode to “Multiply” tells the Digital Press to print the 
specialty inks on top of the colour image below, rather than hide it. You may 
view the separations preview panel in Adobe InDesign (see Figure 3).

By default, artwork will appear opaque because the top colour “knocks” out or 
cuts out the layer of colour below it, if you have not changed the transparency 
of your artwork. This is described as “knockout” (see Figure 2).

To prevent knockout, you can change the transparency or overprint settings so 
the top colour prints over the colour underneath it. The resulting artwork will 
appear “blended”.

Setting the transparency mode to “Multiply” tells the Digital Press to print the 
specialty inks on top of the colour image below, rather than hide it. You may 
view the separations preview panel in Adobe InDesign (see Figure 3).

• Select the FileName–Gold.psd layer and set Blending Mode = 100% 
Multiply (see Figure 2)
